SHFB SENC was established in 1982.  The Food Bank is a member of “The North Carolina Association of Feeding America Members.”  Operating from a 37,000 square foot warehouse in Fayettville, NC, we serve a network of over 200 non-profit agencies with feeding programs in 8 southeastern North Carolina counties.  The Food Bank’s primary service area includes Bladen, Cumberland, Duplin, Harnett, Hoke, Robeson, and Sampson Counties.  

Our Mission

To feed the hungry by obtaining and distributing food and grocery products to a network of member non-profit agencies, as well as educate the public about hunger through anti-hunger leadership and advocacy.
Our Vision 
Our vision is a hunger-free Southeast North Carolina and to provide assistance in the fight against hunger throughout North Carolina and America.  “Hunger-free” is a complex term to define.  Our fundamental meaning is that no one, faced with the risk or prospect of hunger, should be unable to access sufficient food to prevent or remediate that hunger.

We work to eliminate the cycle of hunger through a wide range of programs and services. They are achieved through our member agencies and local, state, and national partners.

SHFB SENC has seen a 35% increase in service to those at risk of hunger from 2008 to 2010.   Our partner agencies have to turn away individuals and families away daily cause of the high demand.   On average monthly, the Food Bank’s member agencies are serving over 17,000 households with 75,000 individuals.  The Food Bank distributed over 6 million pounds of food to our service area counties in 2009.   This poundage equals to 4.6 meals to those at risk of hunger. 
Hunger Can’t Wait
State statistics reveal that 1 in every 5 children is at risk nutritionally. The elderly on fixed
incomes are also nutritionally deprived. Over 150,000 people live in poverty and are at risk for
hunger in our 7 county service area.
